Predictability—a limited list of affs means debates are predictable; instead of springing random affs about sending hundreds of kinds of technology into space on unsuspecting teams, debates can be about in-depth research and strategy. This definition provides a clear brightline for what’s topical and what’s not, which is key to predictability. 
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
