DEMONSTRATION SPEECHES

Purpose:  A demonstration speech should be either a “how to” speech or a speech that explains a theory or concept.    Make sure to choose a topic that will grab the audience’s attention and teach us something new.  Examples of demonstration speeches are how to make a friendship bracelet, how to juggle, or why the South lost the Civil War.

Time Limit:  Speeches should be a minimum of three minutes in length

Requirements:  Each speech is required to have one visual aid.  This visual aid needs to be something that goes beyond what is required for you to do the demonstration.  A visual aid can be a poster, video clip, handout, or objects for the audience to participate in the demonstration.  If you need a different space to do your speech, you are responsible for arranging that space.

What is Ms. Tate looking for?  For this speech, we are adding conclusions.  Your conclusion should restate your thesis and end with something memorable.  Good conclusions often mirror good introductions.  For example, if you start your speech with a story, you could finish your speech by referencing that story at the end or by completing the story that you started.  Make sure to have a note of finality.  Do not end your speech with “are there any questions?” or “I’m done.”  Neither of those conclusions leaves the audience with something memorable.

Grading:

Does the speaker include an effective introduction?   10 points

Did the speaker include an effective thesis statement?   5 points

Did the speaker demonstrate his or her topic effectively?  20 points

Did the speaker restate the thesis?  5 points

Did the speaker conclude dynamically?  10 points

Did the speaker appear confident?  10 points

Did the speaker maintain good eye contact?  10 points

Was the speaker loud enough and easy to understand?  5 points

Did the speaker use one or more effective visual aids?  15 points

Was the speaker a courteous audience member?  10 points
