Toulmin Assignment

Now that we have discussed the basic parts of the Toulmin model (claim, warrant, data), I want you to apply what you have learned by completing the following assignment: 

· First, find a newspaper/magazine article or an advertisement, which makes an argument.  Some of the most useful articles are from the Editorial/Opinion pages because they are usually clear about what argument the writer is making.  

· Second, underline a claim, warrant (if it states one) and data in the article. If you decide to use an advertisement, you will have to be more creative with your interpretation of what argument is being made.   Please circle the sections of the advertisement that you believe are making the arguments.

· Lastly, create a diagram of the claim, warrant, and data that looks like the example below.

    Claim:  Smoking is bad ----------------- Data: It causes lung cancer.
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Warrant:  Lung cancer is bad.

Please turn in a sheet with the diagram of the claim, warrant, and data typed or neatly written down with the article or advertisement stapled to the back of the diagram.
